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AGREEMENT
On the establishment of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications
The communications administrations of the member-states of this Agreement, fully recognizing the sovereign right to regulate activities in the field of electric communications* and postal communications (hereinafter referred to as communications), as well as the need for coordinated actions in the field of communications, have agreed on the following:

Article 1. Create a Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications (RCC) with Association Status.

Article 2. The members of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications are the communications administrations of the states that have signed this Agreement. Communications administrations of other states that are not members of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications may be accepted as members of the Commonwealth upon their official appeal. They are considered accepted as members of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications, if their appeals are supported by all members of the Commonwealth.
Any member of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications may terminate the concluded Agreement by sending a corresponding notice. Upon receipt of such notice, all members of the Agreement are immediately informed. The decision to terminate the Agreement shall enter into force six months after receipt of the said notification in the settlement of relations on all obligations related to participation in the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications.

Article 3. Members of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications may have the status of a full and associate member.
Communications administrations of other states as observers may participate in the work of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications.

Article 4. Joining the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications is not an obstacle to joining other unions, communities, associations, or joining other agreements.

Article 5. The supreme body of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications is the Board of Communications Administrations Heads of the members of the Commonwealth.
The functions of the Chairman of the Board are carried out alternately by each head of the communications administration during the year.
The working order of the Board is determined by its regulations. Decisions of the Board are made with the general consent (consensus) of the members of the Board.

Article 6. The Permanent Executive Body of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications is the Executive Committee consisting of up to 35 staff units, headed by the General Director.

Article 7. The Board may create commissions and other subsidiary bodies necessary for the exercise of its functions.

*) Electrical communications include networks and facilities providing telephone, telegraphic communications, data and other types of documentary communications, as well as television, sound and other types of radio and wire broadcasting.
Article 8. The cost estimates of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications is approved by the Board annually.
The payment of employees of the Executive Committee is established on the terms of payment approved for employees of the central apparatus of the ministries of the RSFSR.

Article 9. Communications administrations of the Azerbaijan Republic, the Republic of Armenia, the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Republic of Kyrgyzstan, the Republic of Moldova, the Republic of Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, and the Republic of Uzbekistan temporarily assign the communications administration of the RSFSR, instead of the communications administration of the former USSR, to represent their interests in the International Telecommunication Union, the Universal Postal Union and other international organizations until they join these organizations.

Article 10. The regional commonwealth in the field of communications is building its relationship with the International Telecommunication Union and the Universal Postal Union as a regional authority.

Article 11. Location of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications - Moscow.

Article 12. The official and working language of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications is Russian Language.

Article 13. The budget of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications is formed by the contributions of its members. The size and method of contributions shall be determined by the Board.
Article 14. This Agreement shall enter into force upon signature.
