On June 12-13, 2012, the 46th meeting of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications Board of the CAs Heads was held (RCC Board).

The meeting was attended by delegations of full members of the RCC Communications Administrations (CAs) of the Azerbaijan Republic, Republic Armenia, Republic of Belarus, Republic of Kazakhstan, the Kyrgyz Republic, the Russian Federation, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, Uzbekistan, Ukraine and RCC Observers – the Republic of Bulgaria, the Republic of Latvia, the Republic of Lithuania,the Republic of Slovenia, IOSC “Intersputnik”, as well as invited from the International Telecommunication Union (ITU) and the National Agency for regulation in electronic communications and information technologies of the Republic of Moldova.

The meeting was led by the Chairman of the RCC Board, Minister of communications and mass media of the Russian Federation N. A. Nikiforov and Minister of communications of Turkmenistan B. O Ovezov.

A welcoming speech to the participants of the 46th meeting of the RCC Board of the CAs Heads on behalf of the President of Turkmenistan G. M. Berdimuhamedov was read by the Minister of communications of Turkmenistan B. O. Ovezov.

With a welcoming speech on behalf of the H.Toure. ITU General-Secretary, O. J. Kaiykov, the Head of the ITU area office for CIS countries made a speech

The RCC Board opened its work with a discussion of events held in the countries of the RCC members that contribute to the development of further cooperation between States in the field of communications and Informatization. Taking into account that 2012 was declared the year of communication and Informatization by the CIS States Heads, it was recommended to continue the practice of holding regular meetings to exchange experience, establish new contacts and develop common approaches to solving tasks in the field of communication and Informatization, hold national and international forums, exhibitions and other events that demonstrate the further innovative development of the ICT industry.

The participants of the meeting summed up the work of the RCC Communications Administrations in preparing and participating in the World Radiocommunication Conference (WRC) and the Radiocommunication Assembly (RA), which were held in January-February this year. It was noted that the RCC CAs presented at WRC-12 more than 150 General Proposals on all items of the Conference Agenda, which were reflected in the final acts of the Conference, that the decisions adopted by WRC-12 ensure the protection of existing systems and the development of new modern radio communication technologies in the countries of the RCC members, that the representatives of the RCC CA were active both during the preparation and during the Conference itself. Such positive results were achieved thanks to the comprehensive preparatory work carried out in accordance with the "plan of preparation of the RCC CAs for the World Radiocommunication Conference and the Radiocommunication Assembly 2012". The Communications Administrations also set tasks for preparing for the 2015 ITU forums: World Radiocommunication Conference and Radiocommunication Assembly, approved the plan for preparing the RCC CAs for RA-15 and WRC-15. 

In the block of issues related to the preparation of RCC Communications Administrations for international forums, the meeting participants discussed preparations for the ITU World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly 2012 (WTSA-12), the ITU World Conference on International Telecommunications 2012 (WCIT-12), and the 25th Congress of the Universal Postal Inion.

The RCC is being prepared for these forums on the basis of a comprehensive discussion at the meetings of the RCC's specialized working bodies, proposals of the Communications Administrations on the Conference agendas, which, with the support of the RCC CAs, will eventually be presented as RCC General Proposals.

Preparations for the upcoming World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly and World Conference on International Telecommunications in 2012 are being carried out in accordance with the plans approved at the 43rd meeting of the RCC Board of the CAs Heads. The main attention is paid to the issues of revision of the Regulations on the international telecommunication, preparation of draft RCC General Proposals on the revision of the Regulations.
Preparations for the 25th UPU Congress are carried out in accordance with the RCC CAs action plan in preparation for the 25th UPU Congress (approved by the Decision № 45/2.2). The RCC Communications Administrations are recommended to take measures to ensure that financial issues are resolved with the UPU International Bureau and that their delegations are duly authorized to receive guaranteed voting rights at the Congress.

When considering the actual tasks of spectrum usage in the countries of the RCC participants, the RCC Board approved the "Common table of frequency allocations of the countries of the RCC members", approved the work of the RCC CAs on coordination of frequency assignments for the usage in independent mode and encouraged the RCC members to develop national plans for the usage of radio services of frequency band 470-862 MHz with the assessment of the consequences of the possible use of this band to the land mobile service.

Deputy Minister of communications of Turkmenistan A. N. Mukhammedov presented the main directions of the communication industry in Turkmenistan, paid attention to the solution of problematic issues of bridging the digital divide, broadband access, introduction of new technologies and services on the telecommunications networks of Turkmenistan.
The RCC Board paid special attention to the regulation of roaming tariffs in the CIS Member-States. The "Declaration on the principles of formation of settlement fees for inter-operator settlements for mobile services in the countries of the RCC members.” was approved. Recognizing the need to increase the level of openness, transparency and non-discrimination of rules and procedures for regulating telecommunications, the Board instructed the RCC working group on tariff policy to continue working on the unification of inter-operator tariffs for the completion of international calls.

The results of the activities of a number of the RCC working bodies - the RCC Commission for coordinating the activities of regulatory bodies in the field of communications, the RCC Commission for Postal Communications and the RCC Postal Operators Board were heard. Proposals for the organization of further work of these working bodies were discussed.

Continuing the discussion on improving the activities of the RCC working bodies, the RCC Board accepted new members of LLC “Nokia Siemens Network” (Russian Federation) and FSUE “Moscow urban radio broadcasting net” (Russian Federation) to the RCC Telecommunications Operators Board, and made proposals for making changes and additions to a number of RCC regulatory documents. The working group on the revision of the statutory documents of the RCC was instructed to continue work on the unification of RCC normative documents.

The members of the meeting discussed the issue of making changes and additions to the regulatory documents of the RCC. The RCC Board invited the RCC CAs to study the possibilities of legal regulation to improve the legal status of the Commonwealth and submit their proposals to the working group on the revision of statutory documents.

The next joint meeting of the 47th RCC Board of the CAs Heads and the 18th Coordination Council of the CIS Member-States on Informatization at the RCC had been decided to be held in the Republic of Azerbaijan in November 1, 2012.

In conclusion, the participants of the meeting adopted an Appeal to the President of Turkmenistan G. M. Berdimuhamedov, expressed gratitude to the Government and the Communications Administration of Turkmenistan for the warm welcome and the organization of the meeting of the RCC Board.
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
