REGULATIONS
ON THE BOARD OF TELECOMMUNICATION OPERATORS OF THE
REGIONAL COMMONWEALTH IN THE FIELD OF COMMUNICATIONS
The Regulation defines the order of work of the RCC Telecommunication Operators Board (RCC TIOB), the organization of its meetings and the procedure for preparing and adopting documents submitted for its consideration.

Definitions of used Terms:

Communication Administration (CA) - Governmental authority and / or regulation of the communication industry in the RCC participants' countries.

Telecommunications operator - operating organization (operator) of telecommunications, licensed to provide telecommunications services, holding company or association of operators.

The full member of the RCC TIOB - is the organization of the telecommunication operator participating in the work of the RCC TIOB with a decisive vote.

The RCC TIOB Observer - is the organization of the telecommunication operator or other organization participating in the RCC TIOB operation with an advisory vote.
Member of the RCC TIOB - Full member and RCC TIOB observer.
1. General Regulations
1.1. The RCC Telecommunication Operators Board is a working body of the RCC.

1.2. The activities of the RCC TIOB shall be governed by the RCC Statutes, the RCC TIOB Rules and these Regulations.
2. Meeting Agenda
2.1. The draft agenda of the meeting is drawn up by the RCC Executive Committee on the basis of the decisions of the RCC TIOB and the proposals of its Working Groups, decisions of the RCC CAs Board, recommendations of the RCC working bodies, proposals of the RCC TIOB members and participants, as a rule, 40 days before the meeting and agreed Chairman of the RCC TIOB.

2.2. The draft agenda with the attachment of the necessary documents is sent to the RCC TIOB members by the RCC Executive Committee, as a rule, no later than 20 days before the start of the meeting.

2.3. Amendments to the draft agenda and comments on the documents received by the RCC participants inform the RCC Chairman and RCC Executive Committee no later than 10 days before the start of the meeting.
When removing any issues from the agenda of the upcoming meeting, approved at the previous RCC TIOB meeting, the RCC TIOB participant is the initiator of the elimination of the issue, must offer to consider another issue, the discussion of which is in the interests of the RCC TIOB participants.

2.4. The revised draft agenda, as amended by the RCC TIOB participants, is approved at the beginning of the meeting.

2.5. During the meeting, issues of mutual interest may be added to the agenda.
3. The Procedure of Conveying a Meeting
3.1. Meetings are held as necessary, but at least once a year in one of the RCC TIOB member from the member states. If necessary, within the framework of the meeting, meetings of the RCC TIOB members of the CIS countries may be held.

The decision on the time and place of holding the next meeting is taken at previous meetings, unless otherwise decided.

3.2. 3.2. On the eve of the holding of the highest international forums, if necessary, extraordinary meetings are held.

Extraordinary meetings may be convened on the recommendation of the Board of the Heads of the RCC CAs, initiated by the RCC TIOB Chairman, or on the proposal of one of the full members of the RCC TIOB, supported by at least one third of the full members of the RCC TIOB.

The time and place of the meeting, as well as the procedure for covering the costs of holding it, are determined by the RCC TIOB decisions in each specific case.

3.3. To elaborate a coordinated policy on telecommunication issues, by mutual agreement, joint RCC TIOB and RCC Telecommunications Commission are held.

3.4 Notification of the convocation and exact date of the meeting is sent out by the RCC Executive Committee no later than 30 days before the meeting.. 

4. Chairman at the Meetings 
4.1. The meetings shall be chaired by the RCC TIOB Chairman or one of his deputies.

4.2. In case of absence at the meeting of the persons referred to in paragraph 4.1, the participants in the meeting shall elect a chairperson from among the present full members of the RCC TIOB. Preference is given to the head of the organization of the state in which the meeting is held.
5. Members of the Meetings 

5.1. Heads of organizations participating in the RCC TIOB as well as the General Director of the RCC Executive Committee or his deputy take part in the meetings.

In exceptional cases, authorized representatives of the RCC TIOB participants can take part in the meetings. The relevant authorities are signed by the head of the organization - the RCC TIOB participant and presented before the beginning of the meeting.

5.2. The head of the organization - a member of the RCC TIOB, who for any reason cannot take part in the meeting, but wants to be represented at it by another organization - a member of the RCC TIOB, submits a written application to the RCC TIOB Chairman.

5.3. Heads of the RCC working bodies, as well as experts and consultants can be invited to the meeting in agreement with the RCC TIOB Chairman.

5.4. Representatives of international, regional, intergovernmental and other organizations, as well as telecommunication operators of other states that are not RCC TIOB members who are invited to the meeting by the decision of the RCC TIOB, its Chairman or the head of the organization in which the meeting is held, can take part in the meetings. Invitees have the right to participate only in the discussion of issues relating to them.
In the event that the said representatives express a desire to make presentations / reports at the RCC TIOB meeting, they need to:

- obtain the consent of your Communications Administration to speak at the meeting;

- apply to the RCC Executive Committee with an official letter about the desire to speak at the RCC TIOB meeting with an indication of the specific theme of the presentation/report and attachment of the consent of its Communication Administration (for international and regional organizations, a letter to the RCC Executive Committee is sufficient).

The RCC Executive Committee holds the necessary coordination with the RCC TIOB Chairman and the operator in whose country the meeting takes place.

When receiving a positive response, the RCC Executive Committee introduces the theme of the presentation/report, the duration of the speech and the full name of the speaker to the agenda of the meeting.

5.5. The decision on the presence of media representatives at meetings is assigned to the RCC TIOB participant, on whose territory the meeting is held.

5.6. The personal composition of the delegation of each participant of the RCC TIOB shall inform the host party and the RCC Executive Committee no later than 10 days before the meeting.
6. Quorum
The meeting is valid if it is attended by at least two thirds of the total number of RCC TIOB participants.

7. Voting Rights
7.1. The full members of the RCC TIOB at the meeting shall have one vote each when resolving issues of the RCC TIOB activity.

7.2. The RCC TIOB observers have a deliberative vote.

7.3. A full member of the RCC TIOB, if necessary, may transfer its right to vote to another full member, having notified the RCC TIOB Chairman in writing. In this case, one full member of the RCC TIOB may represent, in addition to its own, only one more organization - the RCC TIOB participant.

7.4. The General Director of the RCC Executive Committee or his deputy takes part in the meeting with an advisory vote.
8. Rights and Obligations of the RCC TIOB Members
8.1. Full members of the RCC TIOB have the right to:

- to submit for consideration the RCC TIOB questions relating to their competence and participate in the discussion of these issues;

- participate in the work of the RCC TIOB Working Groups, as well as in the work of the RCC Telecommunication Commission (as agreed) and, if necessary, in other RCC Working Bodies;

- head the RCC TIOB Working Groups;

- participate in the debate, make suggestions, comments, amendments on the substance of the issues discussed, give references;

- request and receive the necessary materials on all aspects of the work of the TIOB.

8.2. Telecommunications operators with an observer status in the RCC TIOB are entitled to:

- participate in the discussion of the functioning of the RCC TIOB;

- make proposals on the formation of the agenda of the RCC TIOB and its Working Groups meetings and make presentations / reports on them;

- participate in the work of the RCC TIOB Working Groups.

8.3. RCC TIOB participants are obliged to:

- take an active part in the work of the RCC TIOB and the WG;

. to participate in the formation of issues on the agenda of the RCC TIOB meetings;

- to promote the implementation of decisions;

- to protect decisions taken by the RCC TIOB in international forums;

- to keep confidentiality of information of the TIOB system.

9. Rights and Duties of the RCC TIOB Chairman
9.1. The RCC TOB Chairman at the meeting:

• opens and closes the meeting, submits the agenda and the work schedule for approval, gives the floor to the speakers, puts to the vote draft documents and proposals on the issues under consideration, announces certificates and statements, ensures compliance with these regulations;

• if a proposal is made on the procedure for maintaining questions relating to the application of the RCC TIOB or these Regulations, terminating the meeting, closing the list of speakers and ending the debate, the Chairman immediately opens the discussion and invites the meeting participants to comment on this issue and make the necessary decision;

• may, with the consent of the participants, declare the meeting closed, but must give any participant the right to respond if this proves necessary in connection with any statement made after the closure of the list of speakers;

• Ensures that speaking at the meeting is limited to the issues at hand. He has the right to interrupt any speaker who deviates from the topic, with a request to limit his statements to the topic of the agenda;

• may offer to postpone or close the debate on any issue or limit the time of speech;

• protects the rights of each delegation to freely and fully express its opinion on the issues discussed, promote a spirit of cooperation, bring the parties together on the issues under consideration, achieve mutually agreed solutions.

• if the speaker uses incorrect expressions in his speech, he has the right to give him a warning, and if he repeats such actions, deprive the speaker of the word.

• signs decisions and minutes of the RCC TIOB meeting, unless otherwise decided;

• uses other rights established by the decisions of the meeting.

9.2.  In between meetings, the RCC TIOB Chairman

• coordinates the interaction between the RCC TIOB participants within the framework of the RCC Charter and the RCC TIOB Rules, and, if necessary, consults with his deputies;

• resolves issues related to the functioning of the RCC TIOB in the framework of the RCC TES Regulation and decisions adopted by the RCC TIOB;

• maintains contacts with the RCC TIOB participants on the issues of the organization's activities;

• on behalf of the RCC TIOB, maintains correspondence and maintains contacts with other organizations, including international ones, on matters of mutual interest;

• instructs the RCC Executive Committee on the preparation of meetings and other issues of the functioning of the RCC TIOB;

• coordinates the proposals coming from the RCC TIOB participants.

10. Making Decisions
10.1. RCC TIOB decisions are made with the general agreement (consensus) of the RCC TOS full members present at the meeting. Any member of the RCC TIOB may declare their disinterest in resolving a particular issue, which is not an obstacle to decision making.

10.2. Decisions on procedural matters are taken by a simple majority of votes of the full members of the RCC TIOB participating in the meeting.

10.3. Decisions between meetings, if necessary, can be taken by correspondence to obtain the original signature of each full member of the RCC TIOB.

10.4. All RCC TIOB participants present at the meeting, as well as the General Director of the RCC Executive Committee or his deputy, have the right to participate in the debate, make suggestions, comments, amendments on the substance of the issues discussed, give references and request the necessary information.

10.5. Full members of the RCC TIOB involved in the meeting may amend and express a dissenting opinion on the decisions taken at the meeting..

An amendment is considered to be a proposal for a change, which, without changing the substance of the decision, includes the abolition, addition to any part of it, or revision of a part of this decision.

A special opinion shall be considered the opinion of a full member of the RCC TIOB on any issue that he wishes to reflect in the decision or in the protocol, but which does not affect the interests of other RCC TIOB participants.

10.6. Those invited to the meeting may submit their comments on the materials under consideration, as well as receive extracts from the RCC TIOB decisions on matters relating to them, unless otherwise decided.
11. Rapporteurs and Co-rapporteurs
11.1. Time for reports and co-reports is determined when approving the agenda and meeting schedule.

11.2. Questions are sent to speakers and co-rapporteurs in writing or asked from the floor.

12. The Order of Taking Places of the RCC TIOB Members 
12.1. At the meeting, the RCC TIOB members or their authorized representatives take places at the table in the order of the Russian alphabet of the names of the countries in which they are registered.

12.2. The Director General of the RCC Executive Committee or his deputy takes place next to the chair of the meeting.

12.3. Invited and experts take places in the meeting room in the places reserved for them.

12.4. By decision of the chairperson, individual invited officials may take seats at the meeting table..

13. Languages
13.1 The official working language of the RCC TIOB is Russian.

13.2. English can also be used at meetings and in working correspondence.

13.3. Each delegation has the right to use also other languages. In this case, the delegation itself takes measures to ensure the translation of documents and speeches.
14. Protocols of the Meetings
14.1. Protocols of meetings are drawn up in Russian and, if necessary, in English. They summarize the course of meetings, the formulated proposals, the results of the discussion. The minutes include all decisions taken at the meeting. The protocols and decisions taken at the meeting are signed by the RCC TIOB Chairman or the person presiding at the meeting.
14.2. Any full member of the RCC TIOB participating in a meeting, if necessary, may reflect its special opinion on the decision taken at the meeting, as well as ask to include his speech in full or in part, subject to the transfer of the text no later than the meeting’s close.

14.3. Decisions and protocols of the meeting in Russian shall be sent to the RCC TIOB participants within 20 days after the meeting and in English - within 35 days.

14.4. If a member of the RCC TIOB was absent at the meeting and, having received the protocol, will express disagreement with the decision taken on any agenda item, he must notify in writing the Chairman of the RCC TIOB. A full member of the RCC TIOB has the right to raise the issue of revising the decision taken either at the next meeting or by correspondence, sending his proposals to the Chairman and all full members of the RCC TIOB.

15. Additions and Changes to these Regulations
The RCC Telecommunication Operators Board may make additions and changes to these Regulations. Any additions and changes to the Regulations are accepted with the general agreement (consensus) of the full members of the RCC TIOB.
16. Privileges
During the meeting, participants have the right to free use of long-distance and international telephone, facsimile and Internet.

The specified services are provided by the participant of the RCC TIOB in which country the meeting is being held.

17. Messages for the Media
17.1. Official announcements of the meeting are published in the Vesti RCC newsletter and posted on the RCC website.

17.2. Information on the activities of the RCC TIOB is periodically published in the magazines “Vestnik Svyazi” and “Electrosvyaz”, the founder of which is the RCC.

18. Entry into Force

This Regulation shall enter into force on the date of its approval by the RCC Telecommunication Operators Board.
