Regulations on the Regional Commonwealth Communications Commissions

REGULATIONS
on the Commissions of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications
(as amended with changes made by the Decisions of the RCC Board of the Communications Administrations Heads № 45/6 of December 7, 2011, № 49/20-18 of July 15-16, 2014, № 51/22-19 of May 24, 2016, № 52/23-22 of April 18, 2017)
1. General Regulations
1.1.
These Regulations on the Commissions of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications (hereinafter – Regulations) governs the functioning of the Commissions formed within the framework of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications (hereinafter - the RCC) in various activities.

1.2.
Each RCC Commission is established in accordance with the RCC Charter on the basis of a decision of the Council of the RCC Communications Administration Heads (hereinafter - the Council).

1.3.
The Commission is a working body of the RCC and carries out its activities in accordance with the current legislation of the RCC member-statess, the RCC Charter, decisions of the Council, the Coordination Council of the CIS member-states on informatization (hereinafter - the Coordination Council) and these Regulation.. 

1.4.
The Commission studies issues that are appropriate to its tasks and functions, makes decisions on them, and if necessary, submits materials for consideration by the Council and the Coordination Council. In its work, the Commission closely interacts with the RCC Executive Committee (hereinafter - the RCC Executive Committee). If necessary, joint meetings can be held with the RCC working bodies.
1.5.
Formation of the Commission is made according to the ideas of the RCC participants and the Coordination Council. 
1.6.
The Commission may include representatives from:
· full members of the Council and the Coordination Council with the status of a member of the Commission with a decisive vote; 
· observers of the RCC and the Coordination Council, as well as the RCC Executive Committee with the status of a member of the Commission with an advisory vote;
· independent regulatory bodies of the RCC participants with the status of a member of the Commission with a decisive vote (in the Commission for coordinating the activities of regulatory bodies in the field of communications in the RCC);

· organizations and companies that are not members of the RCC, with the status of an associate member of the Commission. This status is granted to them upon a written statement of the heads of these organizations addressed to the Chairman of the Commission and the RCC Executive Committee;
· organizations and companies that are not members of the RCC can participate in the work of the Commission as experts at the invitation of the RCC participants and the Coordination Council;

· international, interstate, regional and other organizations with the observer status of the Commission with the right of an advisory vote. This status is granted to them by the Council upon a written statement from the leaders of these organizations addressed to the Chairman of the Council.

1.7.
Commission members with a decisive vote from one communication administration (state) have one vote.

1.8.
The leaders of the Commission - the Chairman and his deputy (deputies) - are elected from among the members of the Commission with a decisive vote and approved by the Council for a period of three years, within which any of them can be replaced, if necessary, by his administration without approval by the Council. 
Candidates for the posts of the heads of the Commissions are the heads of the RCC communications administrations at the level of the deputy minister, the head of the department (department), the deputy head of the federal agency, the head of the main research organization/higher education institution of the communications and ICT industry.
1.9.
Nomination and recall of members of the Commission shall be made by the RCC participants in written form addressed to the Chairman of the Council or the General Director of the RCC Executive Committee.
1.10.
RCC participants or other organizations may send to the Commission meeting another plenipotentiary representative instead of a member or an observer of the Commission who cannot, for whatever reason, take part in the meeting.
1.11.
In organizing the work of the Commission, its leaders are assisted by a responsible secretary of the Commission, recommended by the General Director of the RCC Executive Committee from among its staff.

1.12.
Commission meetings are held by agreement in one of the RCC member-states. The decision on the place and time of the meeting is taken, as a rule, at previous meetings.

1.13.
The draft agenda is drawn up by the RCC Executive Committee on the basis of decisions of the Council, Coordination Council, RCC working bodies, proposals of members of the Commission and the RCC Executive Committee.

1.14.
Notification of the convocation and the exact date of the meeting, the draft agenda with the attachment of the necessary documents is sent by the RCC Executive Committee no later than 30 (thirty) days before the meeting.

1.15.
Organizational work and expenses related to the meetings of the Commission are assigned to the communications administration of the state in whose territory the event is held.

1.16.
For the study of individual issues, the Commission may establish subcommissions, working (creative) groups and involve the necessary specialists in its work as experts and consultants.

1.17.
Participants of the RCC, the Coordination Council, other organizations finance at their own expense the participation of their representatives in the work of the RCC Commissions, as well as other bodies established in accordance with paragraph 1.16.

1.18.
The liquidation of the Commission shall be made by decision of the Council.
2. Operating Procedure
2.1.
The Commission performs its work in accordance with its tasks and functions, guided by the decisions and recommendations of the Council and the Coordination Council.

2.2.
The approved agenda of the meeting of the Commission includes questions supported by at least two of its members.

2.3.
On matters under consideration, the Commission adopts the following documents:

· decisions of a recommendatory nature, protocol records, reports;

· draft documents (decisions, agreements, declarations, etc.) attached with references on the results of the study of the issue.

2.4.
Commission decisions are taken on the basis of consensus. Any member of the Commission with a decisive vote may declare his disinterest in resolving a particular issue, which is not an obstacle to the adoption of a decision. In some cases, a controversial issue may be submitted for final decision at a meeting of the Council or the Coordination Council.

Decisions on procedural matters are taken by a simple majority of votes of the members of the Commission participating in the meeting.

2.5.
The results of the meeting of the Commission shall be recorded in the protocol compiled and distributed by the RCC Executive Committee to members and observers of the Commission within 20 (twenty) days after the end of the meeting. 

2.6.
The current work of the Commission is carried out, as a rule, by correspondence. The final decision is made at the meetings of the Commission.
2.7.
In the event of a retirement or the inability to attend a meeting of the Chairman's Commission, its functions are performed by one of his deputies from the communications administration, who is next on the list in the order of the Russian alphabet. In other cases, members of the Commission elect a chairperson from among the members of the Commission present with a decisive vote, with preference being given to the representative of the communications administration of the state on whose territory the meeting is held.

2.8.
The participants of the Commission meeting shall ensure the confidentiality of information received from the Commission, if this is required by necessity.

3. Tasks and functions of the RCC Commission on regulation of the use of the radio frequency spectrum and satellite orbits
3.1.
The main task of the Commission is to ensure efficient and proper use of the radio frequency spectrum and satellite orbits in the interests of all users of the RCC member-states.

3.2.
The Commission performs the following functions:

3.2.1.
Coordination of the interaction of the RCC communications administrations in the use of the radio frequency spectrum (RFS) and satellite orbits, as well as to ensure the electromagnetic compatibility of radio electronic means.

3.2.2.
Coordination of the RCC communications administrations activities to protect the interests of the RCC member-states in the International Telecommunication Union (ITU) and other international organizations on the use of the radio frequency spectrum and satellite orbits.

3.2.3.
Assistance to the RCC communications administrations in resolving issues of efficient use of the radio frequency spectrum and satellite orbits, as well as ensuring electromagnetic compatibility of radio electronic means, including coordination of the use of frequencies in border area.

3.2.4.
Development of proposals on issues:

· increasing the efficiency of the usage of the radio frequency spectrum and satellite orbits, as well as solving the problems of electromagnetic compatibility of radio electronic means;

· organization of radio monitoring and methods for measuring signal and interference parameters; 

· unification of automated control systems using the radio frequency spectrum and satellite orbits.

3.2.5.
Coordination of interaction of the RCC Communications Administrations in resolving issues of operation and development of regional systems of terrestrial and satellite radio communications, television and sound broadcasting.

3.2.6.
Participation in the development of draft agreements and recommendations on the use and development of systems of terrestrial and satellite radio communications, television

and sound broadcasting.
3.2.7.
Organization of the development of proposals and technical criteria, necessary for the revision of existing and development of new international and regional plans for terrestrial and satellite radio communications and broadcasting.

3.2.8.
Development of proposals for the introduction of promising radio technologies and technical criteria for ensuring the electromagnetic compatibility of radio-electronic means in the RCC member-states.
3.2.9.
Development of proposals for inclusion in the RCC R&D plan in terms of electromagnetic compatibility of radio electronic means of ground and satellite radio services and participation in reviewing the results of these works.
3.2.10.
Organization of exchange of experience and information support of the RCC Communications Administrations on the following issues:

· terrestrial and satellite radio, television and sound broadcasting;

· conversion of the radio frequency spectrum;

· fees for the usage of radio frequency spectrum
3.2.11.
Interaction with regional and international organizations on the regulation of the usage of the radio frequency spectrum.

3.2.12.
Development and approval on behalf of the Council of the General Proposals and positions of the RCC Communications Administrations on the work of the World Radiocommunication Conferences and the RCC Communications Administration Assemblies.
4. Tasks and Functions of the RCC Commission on the Economics of Infocommunications
4.1.
Consideration and preparation of joint proposals on the conduct of the RCC administrations of the CIS countries of an agreed tariff policy for international telecommunication and postal services.

4.2.
Consideration and preparation of proposals on the improvement of mutual settlements between the RCC communication operators for the international services provided within the CIS.

4.3.
Coordination of cooperation between the RCC communications administrations in resolving issues of quality management in the information and communication services market.

4.4.
Formation of research projects related to the development of the infocommunications industry, financed jointly by the RCC Communications Administrations, conducting their expertise. 

4.5.
Preparation of recommendations for the improvement of the statistical database created for the exchange of comparative and analytical data on the activities of Communications Administrations and national authorities on informatization of the CIS in the field of information communications in the framework of the RCC.

4.6.
Development and approval of programs for the training of specialists in the communications industry and ICT communications administrations of the RCC.
4.7.
Exchange of experience on the most pressing issues of the economy of the industry of info-communications.
4.8.
Promotion of innovative development of cooperation of the RCC participants using the principles of investment activities, including public-private partnership.

4.9.
Development of recommendations for improving the financial activity of the RCC. 

4.10.
Coordination of interaction of the RCC Communications Administrations on topical issues: development of information and communications activities, a system of financial and economic indicators and methods for calculating them.
4.11.
Preparation of proposals on the regulation of activities in the field of infocommunications in accordance with the current regulatory framework and the laws governing the development of market relations in the field of infocommunications.

4.12.
Study the composition of participants in the industry market, the characteristics of their interaction in the process of information exchange and the provision of service.

4.13.
Consideration and preparation of proposals for assessing the efficiency of production and use of production resources of information and communication services.

4.14.
Exchange of experience on state regulation of tariffs for communication services and free pricing for information and communication services in the CIS countries.

4.15.
Exchange of experience on the composition of production resources of business entities operating in the field of informatization, including production assets, labor, radio frequency and information resources, numbering resources.

4.16.
Study of the prospects for the economic and social development of infocommunications, as well as the criteria for infocommunication development and movement

to the information society.
5. Tasks and Functions of the RCC Commission for the Coordination of International Cooperation
5.1.
Preparation of draft legal documents regulating the activities of the RCC on international cooperation.

5.2.
Coordination of communication administrations in the preparation of joint contributions, the development of national positions, as well as in the protection of common interests in international forums held by ITU, UPU and other international organizations.

5.3.
Coordination of the activities of the members of the Coordination Council on the development of agreed positions in international forums.

5.4.
Preparation of proposals for the interaction of the RCC Communications Administrations in the implementation of various international projects for the development of postal and telecommunications conducted by ITU, UPU, UNDP, EU and major foreign companies.

5.5.
Preparation of topics, materials and coordination of plans for seminars, symposiums and conferences held by various international organizations, foreign communications administrations and companies for the RCC Communications Administrations.

5.6.
Elaboration of coordinated proposals on the main areas of RCC international cooperation with other international and regional organizations, foreign communications administrations, national operators and the largest manufacturers of communications equipment. 

5.7.
Preparation of draft agreements on international cooperation in the field of communication with foreign partners on the basis of mutual interests.

5.8.
Preparation of proposals and recommendations for attracting new RCC participants.

5.9.
Organization of information exchange of the RCC Communications Administrations on international cooperation with international and regional organizations, foreign communications administrations, national operators, major companies.

6. Tasks and Functions of the RCC Infocommunications Commission
6.1.
Development of agreed technical proposals and interaction on the development of information and communications in the preparation of documents for international forums of ITU, WSIS, and etc.
6.2.
Developing on behalf of the Council proposals for creating international information and communication networks and systems and coordinating the actions of the RCC Communications Administrations in matters of management, operation, development and interaction of telecommunication networks of mutual interest.
6.3.
Coordination of interaction between the RCC communications administrations in resolving issues of operation and development of national and interstate communication networks.

6.4.
Organization of development of interstate programs, agreements and recommendations on issues of infocommunications.

6.5.
Coordination of communication between the RCC Communications Administrations to ensure the survivability and reliability of telecommunication networks.
6.6.
Coordination of the RCC communications administrations activities on metrology and standardization in the field of infocommunications.

6.7
Organization of information support of the RCC communications administrations on the work carried out in the field of infocommunications. 

6.8.
Organization of work on the collection and dissemination of information on infocommunication issues on the territory of the RCC member-states.

6.9.
Assistance in solving the problem of digital inequality in the RCC member-states.
6.10.
Exchange of experience on the introduction of new standards and technologies. 

6.11.
The organization of research works of mutual interest and jointly funded to develop concepts, guidelines and guidance documents that ensure the mutually beneficial development and use of communication networks and services in the RCC telecommunications space.

6.12.
Development of coordinated positions of the participants of the RCC Telecommunication and Infocommunication Operators Board on the development of infocommunications considered by international organizations.

6.13.
Participation in the development of concepts for the development of existing and future communication networks, market of information and communication services.
7. Tasks and Functions of the RCC Postal Commission
7.1.
Coordination of the RCC participants' activities in resolving issues of harmonization of the development of postal communication within a single postal space.

7.2.
Ensuring the interaction of the RCC Communications Administrations in the development of interstate programs, the formation of concepts of science and technology policy and the introduction of advanced technologies.
7.3.
Preparation of joint activities to ensure the vitality and stability of the functioning of interstate postal relations and transportation of mail of the RCC administrations, including emergency situations.

7.4.
Organization of interaction of the RCC participants in solving issues of improving the quality of existing, as well as the introduction of new services in the interstate postal exchange.

7.5.
Organization of joint development of standard regulatory documents of an operational and technical nature: rules for the carriage of mail, instructions for operating and ensuring postal security, and etc.

7.6.
Development of joint proposals for improving the principles and system of mutual settlements for postal exchange.

7.7.
Preparation of proposals reflecting the general interests of the RCC participants in postal matters for submission to the Congresses, forums, conferences of the UPU and its working bodies. 

7.8.
Ensuring interaction of the RCC participants on issues of releasing state signs of postal payment, postal marked products, as well as on issues of philately.
7.9.
The organization of mutual information on the development of postal communications administrations of the RCC participants.

7.10.
Preparation of common positions of the RCC participants on work with departments and organizations that have production contacts with postal services.

8. Rights and Duties of the Chairman of the Commission
8.1.
Commission Chairman:

8.1.1.
Signs decisions and protocols of the meetings of the Commission and uses the rights, determined by the decisions of the Commission.
8.2.
Chairman of the Commission between meetings:
8.2.1.
Provides a solution to issues related to the activities of the Commission, the Coordination Council, the Council (within the competence of the Commission), within the framework of the Statute on the Commission, the Coordination Council and the Council and promotes fulfillment of the adopted decisions by the Commission, the Coordination Council and the Council.

8.2.2.
Carries out contacts on the activities of the Commission and conducts correspondence on behalf of the Commission and on its behalf on the prescribed form. 

8.2.3.
Within the framework of the powers granted to him by the Commission, the Coordination Council and the Council, he interacts with the CIS authorities, international organizations and companies on issues of communication and informatization.

8.2.4.
Submits to the Coordination Council, the Council proposals of the Commission on matters requiring a coherent policy in the field of communication and informatization.

8.2.5.
Performs other actions related to ensuring the activities of the Commission.
9. Final Regulations
9.1.
These Regulation enters into force on the date of its approval by the Council. 

9.2.
These Regulations may be changed, and these changes are approved by the Commission and approved by the Council.
9.3.
The organizational and technical support of the activities of the RCC Commissions is assigned to the RCC Executive Committee.
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
