REGULATIONS
About the RCC Newsletter

"Vesti RCC"

1. General Regulations
· These Regulations defines the output data, the procedure for the preparation of materials and the organization of the publication of the RCC newsletter "Vesti RCC"

· The purpose of the publication is to promote the activities of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of communications (RCC) as a whole, as well as each of its participants in government agencies.

· authorities of the RCC participants' countries, international and regional organizations, companies of the leading communication operators of the CIS countries and abroad.

· The source of information for publications are:

· - materials of the meetings of the RCC Board, the Coordination Council of the CIS member-states on informatization at the Regional Commonwealth in the field of communications and RCC working bodies (official documents and decisions or excerpts from them, etc.)

· - articles submitted by the RCC participants;

· - information on the websites of the RCC participants;

· - materials on the preparation of the RCC for the upcoming international forums in the field of communication and informatization, final comments upon completion of events, etc.
2. Terms and Definitions
The following terms are used in these Regulations:

The RCC Board of the Communications Administrations Heads (hereinafter - the RCC Board) is the highest body of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications.

RCC participants consist of RCC full members and RCC observers

A communications administration is an executive body that performs state administration and / or regulation in the field of communications and international cooperation.

The Coordination Council of the CIS Member-States for Informatization with the Regional Commonwealth in the Field of Communications (hereinafter – the Coordination Council) is the coordinating body in the field of informatization created by the Council of Governments’ Heads of the Commonwealth of Independent States.

The members of the Coordination Council are full members and observers of the Coordination Council.

State Informatization Authority - an executive body that carries out public administration, the implementation of public policy and coordination of work in the field of communications and informatization.

The working bodies of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of communications (hereinafter referred to as the RCC Working Bodies) are the Councils of Electric and Postal Operators, the RCC Commission and the Working Groups established by the RCC Board, the Coordination Council and the RCC Commissions.

The Executive Committee of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications (hereinafter - the RCC Executive Committee) is the permanently operating executive body of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications and the Coordination Council. 

3. Output
3.1. Name of the publication - Vesti RCC.

3.2. Size of publication - 4 pages of A4;

3.3. Design - color illustrated edition with mandatory use on the cover of the RCC logo.

3.4. The official language of the newsletter is Russian.

3.5. Periodicity: quarterly.

3.6. Circulation - 500 copies.

3.7. Mailing - address (list)

3.8. Distribution - free. 

 4. Edition guide
4.1. The founders of the Vesti RCC newsletter are RCC participants.

4.2. The management of the publication of the Vesti RCC newsletter is carried out by the founders.

4.3. The issues of the Vesti RCC newsletter are organized by the Editorial Board.
5. Editorial Council
5.1. The editorial board performs the functions of preparing the publication and issuing it to the public and is responsible for the completeness and accuracy of the information, the thematic focus and timeliness of the publication of the publication.

5.2. The Editorial Board includes representatives of the RCC participants, the RCC Executive Committee, the CIS Executive Committee, publications, one of the founders of which is the Regional Commonwealth in the field of communications, publishing houses.

5.3. The management of the Editorial Board is carried out by the Chairman and his deputy.

Their responsibilities include coordinating work on the publication, thematic and information content of the Vesti RCC newsletter.

5.4. The Chairman of the Editorial Board is the Director General of the RCC Executive Committee.

5.5. The Deputy Chairman of the Editorial Board is elected from among its members for a term of 3 years.

5.6. If the Deputy Chairman of the Editorial Board cannot fulfill the duties assigned to him, another person is elected at the next meeting of the Editorial Board from among its members.

At the same time, if the representative of the RCC participant was elected the Vice-Chairman, then the RCC participant who nominated him has the right to replace him with another person who will perform the duties of Deputy Chairman of the Editorial Board until the expiration of the terms of office of the previously elected representative.

5.7. The control over the activities of the Editorial Board is exercised by the RCC Communications Administrations Heads Council.

              6. Convening and working hours of meetings of the Editorial Board
6.1. The editorial board meets at least once a year.

6.2. The meeting is chaired by the Chairman of the Editorial Board.

In the absence of the Chairman, the meeting shall be held by his deputy.

6.3. The date for convening the next meeting of the Editorial Board and the place for its holding is determined at the previous meeting.

6.4. The representative of the RCC Executive Committee appointed by the General Director of the RCC Executive Committee shall act as secretary at the meeting..

7. The procedure for organizing the production and release of the Vesti RCC newsletter
7.1. The publication is organized by the RCC Executive Committee.

7.2. The RCC Executive Committee collects materials from the RCC participants, selects information for publication, interacts with the publisher, controls the distribution of the publication.

7.3. Technical editing and stylistic processing of materials is carried out by specialists of the publishing house.

7.4. The issue of the Vesti RCC newsletter is carried out on the basis of an agreement concluded between the RCC Executive Committee and the publisher.

8. Protection of copyright and confidential information
8.1. Disclosure of confidential information is not allowed in the materials of the Vesti RCC newsletter.

8.2 During the preparation and publication of the Vesti RCC newsletter, copyright protection is carried out in accordance with the law of the Russian Federation and international treaties.

9. RCC Newsletter Distribution Procedure
9.1. The publication is distributed free of charge to the RCC participants.

9.2. Newsletter publication is made by mail.

9.3. Distribution of issues at RCC events, major international forums, exhibitions and conferences on communication and informatization is envisaged.

 10. The procedure for financing the publication of the RCC Newsletter
10.1. The publication of the Vesti RCC Newsletter is financed from targeted contributions from RCC participants and the Coordination Council on a voluntary basis and from funds raised by other organizations (sponsors).

10.2. The costs of holding meetings of the Editorial Council are assumed by the RCC participant - the host country. Funds from interested organizations of the host country may be attracted to hold these events.

10.3. Payment of expenses related to participation in the work of the Editorial Board is made by the participants of the meeting independently, at the expense of the organizations that sent them to attend the meeting of the Editorial Board.
 11. Final Regulations
11.1. These Regulations enters into force on the date of its signing.

11.2. Amendments and additions may be made to these Regulations and they are approved by the Chairman of the RCC Board.
