REGULATIONS ON
THE PREPARATION AND SUBMISSION OF THE GENERAL OFFERS OF THE RCC TO THE INTERNATIONAL FORUMS IN THE FIELD OF COMMUNICATIONS AND INFORMATIZATION
1. GOAL.
Establish a procedure that should be applied to any proposal developed by the RCC Commissions on the basis of proposals from Communication Administrations - members of the RCC, in order to be presented to international forums in the field of communication and informatization as the RCC GENERAL PROPOSAL. 

When using this procedure, it is necessary to make every effort to reach agreement between Communication Administrations - RCC members.

2. TERMS.
WORKING GROUP (WG) - is the group established by the relevant RCC Commission from representatives of the Communications Administrations-members of the RCC and responsible for preparing documents for international communication and information forums.
PROPOSAL - paper submitted by the Communications Administration for discussion in the WG to support it as a RCC GENERAL PROPOSAL.
RCC GENERAL PROPOSAL DRAFT (OPR DRAFT) - PROPOSAL, which is considered by the WG and has the support of more than one Communication Administration.

RCC GENERAL PROPOSAL - RCC DRAFT GENERAL PROPOSAL, the consideration and discussion of which is completed in the WG, and it was supported at a MEETING BEFORE THE CONTROL TERM or the FINAL MEETING of not less than 50% of the number of Communication Administrations - RCC members. In this case, the OPR will be considered as the RCC GENERAL PROPOSAL PROJECT, if the number of CAs, opposing it (with their participation) does not exceed half of the number of CAs, that expressed their support.

MEETING BEFORE THE CONTROL DATE (WPCS) - the penultimate meeting of the WG before the relevant meeting of the international organization. This meeting should be held taking into account the deadline set by the rules of procedure by the relevant international organization for the submission of proposals.

FINAL MEETING (FM) - the last meeting of the WG before the relevant meeting of the international organization. This meeting should be held after the WPCS and before the start of the relevant meeting of the international organization to discuss issues related to the preparatory work, which is not related to the deadline for submission of proposals.. 

3. GENERAL PROPOSALS OF THE RCC.
The procedure for the submission and adoption of the RCC GENERAL PROPOSALS at the forums of international organizations should include the following stages:

Stage 1: 
Consideration of PROPOSALS and preparation of the RCC GENERAL PROPOSALS PROJECT.
At the WG meetings, each of the PROPOSALS should be reviewed and, in the case of support, on its basis the draft OPR should be prepared before the MEETING BEFORE THE CONTROL DATE. 

Stage 2:
Evaluation of support and objections to determine the RCC GENERAL PROPOSALS. 
At the MEETING BEFORE THE CONTROL DATE or the FINAL MEETING, each of the PROPOSALS or OPR PROJECTS should be considered and the opinions of countries on support or opposition to the proposals.
As a result, the WG on the WPCS or the FM will determine the following:

- OPR list;
- a list of OPR PROJECTS that have not yet become OPR;

- date when OPR will be sent to the relevant international organization.
OPR PROJECT, which does not become OPR, remains an OPR PROJECT.
Stage 3: 
Circulation of the RCC COMMON PROPOSALS.
Within two weeks after the completion of the WPCS or the FM, the RCC Executive Committee sends OPR to all RCC members, as well as for information purposes, OPR PROJECTS, which are still under consideration.
In each case, the deadline for signing the OPR and the OPR PROJECT, especially those related to changes in the main or other regulatory documents of the international organization for which the target date is established, should be clearly indicated and set.
Stage 4: 
Direction of the RCC GENERAL PROPOSALS. 

The RCC Executive Committee sends the OPR to the relevant international organization in accordance with its rules and procedures after agreeing them with the RCC Communications Administrations.
 

3.2 SUPPORT. 

Administrations wishing to support the PROPOSAL under consideration should do this orally or in writing at the WG meeting.

Administrations wishing to support the OPR PROJECT in question should do this on the WPCS or the FM of the WG, either orally or in writing, or in response to the Circular, which can be sent after these two meetings asking for support.

Administrations wishing to support an OPR that has not yet been sent to the relevant international organization can do it: 

- 
At a meeting of the WG, orally or in writing.

In writing between WG meetings (letter, fax or e-mail to the RCC Executive Committee).

3.3 OBJECTION. 

Communications administrations objecting to the PROPOSAL should clearly indicate the reasons for their disagreement.
Communications administrations wishing to oppose the OPR PROJECT, which was distributed prior to the WPCS or to the WG FM, should do so at the appropriate WG meeting, either orally or in writing.

In case the Communications Administration wishes to oppose a particular OPR at the relevant meeting of an international organization, it will inform the WG of its intentions.
4. GENERAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS. 

4.1 
 Gaining support.
The administration, which initially submitted the PROPOSAL, should take on the task of coordinating and finalizing it to the stage where it can become an OPR PROJECT and, later, OPR. 

4.2 Format for the RCC GENERAL PROPOSAL PROJECT. 

The heading of each OPR PROJECT, considered in the WG should include the following elements:
 - The names of the Communications Administrations - members of the RCC, who expressed support for the OPR PROJECT; 

- In square brackets the names of the Administrations - members of the RCC, which have not yet determined their position; 

- The names of the Communications Administrations - members of the RCC, who expressed their disagreement with the OPR PROJECT..

4.3 Coordination. 

For each OPR project, the WG decision should appoint a coordinator responsible for the presentation and discussion of the OPR. 

5. REVISION OF OPR AFTER OPENING OF INTERNATIONAL FORUMS
If after the opening of international forums there is a need to revise OPR, then the proposed option should be considered during the meeting of the RCC members in these forums.
The decision to submit a revised document should be based on the decision of the Communications Administrations - RCC members participating in this forum.
When revising OPR, only the names of the Communications Administrations present at the international forum and expressing support for it should be included in the list of countries indicated in the ODA heading. Administrations not present at the discussion of OPR should be informed by the RCC Executive Committee after its approval.
