REGULATIONS
on the procedure for nominations from the Communications Administrations of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications to the governing bodies of the International Telecommunication Union and the Universal Postal Union, as well as conferences, assemblies and other international forums in the field of communications and informatization
“These Regulations on the procedure for nominating candidates from the Communications Administrations of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of communications to the governing bodies of the International Telecommunication Union and the Universal Postal Union, as well as conferences, assemblies and other international forums in the field of communications and informatization” (hereinafter referred to as these Regulations) RCC in the nomination and approval of candidates from the RCC Communications Administrations for elective posts of ITU and UPU; to the councils of these international organizations; ITU Radio Regulations Board; the posts of the Chairs and Vice-Chairs of the Plenipotentiary Conferences of ITU, the congresses of the UPU, world and regional conferences and assemblies of the ITU Sectors, committees / commissions of these forums; to the management of the ITU and UPU working bodies. 
Terms
For the purposes of these Regulations, the following terms are used:

The Regional Commonwealth in the Field of Communications (hereinafter referred to as RCC) is an interstate coordinating body in the field of communications established by the Communications Administrations of the states that signed the Agreement on the establishment of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of communications on December 17, 1991.

The RCC Board of the Communications Administrations Heads (hereinafter - the RCC Board) is the highest body of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of communications.

The RCC Commission is the working body of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of communications.

The Executive Committee of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of Communications (hereinafter - the RCC Executive Committee) is the permanently operating executive body of the Regional Commonwealth in the field of communications. 

1. Procedure for Nominations
1.1. One and a half years before the ITU Plenipotentiary Conference or the UPU Congress or from the moment of receiving the information message on holding the relevant RCC international forum, it is working to determine its position on the elections to the governing bodies of ITU and UPU.

1.2. The RCC Communications Administrations, in case of making a decision on participation in the election process, a year before the deadline for nominations established by the ITU and the UPU, send the following information to the RCC Executive Committee:
- on candidates for elective posts in ITU and UPU, to the ITU Radio Regulations Board and to the leadership of the ITU and UPU working bodies indicating, as required, biographical data, achievements and other information in the field relevant to the elective post, and an action program;

- on nominations to the ITU and UPU Councils, as well as to elect the chairs of the ITU Plenipotentiary Conferences and the UPU Congresses, world and regional conferences and assemblies of the ITU Sectors, committees / commissions to the posts.
1.3. The RCC Executive Committee summarizes information on the intentions of the RCC Communications Administrations and sends information materials received from the RCC Communications Administrations on the proposed candidates to the relevant RCC Commission for subsequent discussion and preparation of proposals on one or several candidates for the RCC Commission for the Coordination of International Cooperation. 

In case of non-receipt of proposals from the relevant RCC Commission within a month from the moment of receipt of materials from the RCC Executive Committee, it is considered that there are no objections from the relevant RCC Commission on these candidates.

1.4. The RCC Commission for the Coordination of International Cooperation considers the materials on the proposed candidates, prepares a substantiated conclusion taking into account the views of the relevant RCC Commissions and then submits it for approval at one of the meetings of the RCC Board.

The meeting of the RCC Commission for the Coordination of International Cooperation on this issue may be held jointly with other RCC Commissions.

1.5. The decision on support of candidates from the RCC Communications Administrations is taken by the RCC Board.

1.5.1. A candidate who receives more than half of the votes from the total number of the RCC Communications Administrations is declared a single candidate from the RCC.

1.5.2. The Communications Administrations, the candidacy from which received less than 1/3 of the votes of the total number of the RCC Communications Administrations, are recommended to withdraw their candidature.

1.5.3. A candidate who receives between one-third and one-half of the votes of the total number of RCC Communications Administrations is not considered a single candidate from the RCC and does not enjoy the support of the RCC.

1.6. The RCC Communications Administrations, which have decided to nominate their candidacies for elective posts of ITU and UPU, to their Councils and the ITU Radio Regulations Board, provide:

- preparation of information materials on the proposed candidates and a plan of proposed actions;

- carrying out in-country approval of nominations in accordance with the procedure established by national legislation.

2. Interaction with international organizations
2.1. RCC Executive Committee in accordance with the decision adopted by the RCC Council:

2.1.1. Informs ITU and UPU in the terms established by these Unions, on support by the RCC participants for candidates nominated by the RCC.

2.1.2. Sends letters to other international regional organizations in the field of communications with a request for support of single candidates from the RCC during elections.

3.  Final Regulations
3.1. These Regulations enter into force on the day of its approval and amendments and changes may be made to it by decision of the RCC Board.

3.2. These Regulations do not limit the rights of the RCC participants when nominating their candidacies.
